My Dear Friends,  
 It was one of those decisions many travelers face as they seek to maximize their 
experience in a very limited time.   I had two days in Athens, Greece.   I had two days to explore 
the seemingly countless historical venues in that ancient city.   Adding to time restraint was the 
fact that the temperature was in the 90’s with high humidity.   
   
 Of course I had to get to the top of the Acropolis, where the Parthenon stands in ruined 
splendor.   Standing on that man-made plateau, with repair and reconstruction underway, I 
found it easy to imagine the grandeur of its original glory.  There were the most famous 
buildings: Parthenon, the Propylaia, the Erechtheion and the temple of Athena Nike.   These 
were erected in the 6th century under the supervision of the greatest architects, sculptors and 
artists of their time.   Even in their ruinous state you can consider the reverence these buildings 
demanded when they were constructed. 

 But what else should I see in my limited stay in Athens?  The choices were far too 
numerous.   I decided on spending the second day at the National Archaeological Museum,  which 
houses many famous artifacts from various periods of ancient Greece.    The fact that it was air 
conditioned might also have played a part in my decision!   But what truly caused me to select 
that particular museum was that it houses an object I have read about for many years.   It is 
called “The Mechanism” but its Greek name is the “antikythera.”   It was built around 200 BC 
and lay at the bottom of the sea for thousands of years until discovered in an ancient shipwreck 
by sponge divers in 1900.   It can be accurately called the first known analog computer and it 
would take a thousand years before a machine of its complexity was built.   What is it?  
Originally it was housed in a wooden box, with more than 30 bronze gears of differing sizes 
inside.   By turning a small crank on the side which determined a date you selected, you could 
make accurate predictions of the movement of the stars and known planets.   It even could 
predict solar eclipses.  By the way, I hope you are planning on seeing the August 21 solar eclipse.   
Though we will not see totality here in Ohio, it will be seen in western Kentucky and other 
nearby areas. 

 Predictability.    We hear how much the stock market loves predictability.   Those 
involved with the market just want to know the rules by which they will be governed as they 
decide where and when to invest.   We are not all that different.  There are some who enjoy not 
knowing what can be expected,  but for the most part we find it far more comfortable to at least 
have a sense of what is probable for us.     

 These days at LCC I’m sure there are many of you who would love to know the future.   
Who will be our next minister?  Who will be our next Director of Music.  What will it be like to 
welcome Trinity Lutheran to our building and shared ministries?    Following the crucifixion, 
Jesus’ followers surely asked:  ‘What will become of us now?   Where do we go from here?”   The 
answer did not come by way of human prediction or proclamation – the answer came with the 
gift of God’s Spirit on Pentecost.   It was that Divine Spirit that calmed the questions and fears 
and declared to those earliest followers of our Lord:  “I will be with you.  I will go with you.  We 
are in this together!”    

 And since we can’t predict the future, it does not mean we need to fear the days to 
come.    God’s Spirit is with LCC and will always be within the hearts and minds of her 
membership.   I believe without a doubt God is with you and the light of God’s pleasure burns 
bright for this beloved church.   Yes, it will be a group of you who will select a candidate for 
your new pastor to present to the congregation for a vote.   Another group will determine your 
next Director of Music.    But more than human hands will be raised to decide, for each hand 
raised will be supported and encouraged by our Lord.   We are never alone to face the unknown 
days ahead!
